2022 
was a year full of learning and 
watching for me. I came to 
Nicaragua knowing I had a ton to 
learn about culture, life, and 
ministry in a new country before 
I could launch something new. 
However, I was also coming to 
an area without much training or 
experience in kids ministry, so I 
am excited to tell you that your 
support of me is leading to the 
start of a brand new missions 
initiative in Central America- 
AvanceKids!
 The mission of Avance-
Kids is simple: Teach kids to love 
God, love the Church, and love 
the Bible. You’ve probably heard 
me repeat over and over again 
that I want to be FOR kids, 
families, and Nicaragua. I believe 
the best way we can do that is 
by discipling young believers to 
be spiritually mature adults. I am 
currently working through 
writing out the ministry guide-
lines, and the first meeting with 
local church kids ministry 

leaders is taking place this 
month. The hope is to build a 
team of Nicaraguan leaders this 
year who will help me travel 
throughout the country training 
pastors and churches in how to 
e�ectively reach the children in 
their community and disciple 
them. 
 In addition to Avance-
Kids, I am also leading multiple 
projects that you can be a part of 
including: improving and 
equipping the children’s ministry 
areas of multiple churches, 
starting a Kids Camp, a Spanish 
VBS program, and even a 
seminar for Nicaraguan worship 
leaders to grow in their abilities.
